Background and Context

Since the school opening in 2011, the out of school club provision has been provided by a privately run nursery and wraparound care setting. They leased one of the rooms in school, until the summer term, from approximately 7.30 – 8.45am and 3.15 – 5.45pm. During the day, they also ran the provision as an onsite nursery for pre-school aged children. This was used by the school community and wider. However, over time, the numbers diminished, and the setting was no longer viable and had to close. The private setting served their notice to the staff, LA and school in the latter stages of the summer term, and they vacated the setting on the 31st of August 2023. 

Despite low numbers, and the closure, we believe that there is still a high demand for the setting from parents/carers of the school community and the school receive regular pleas for wrap around care and nursey provision to be in place.

We are now surveying parents and carers associated with the school and local community to gauge the viability of lowering the age range of children accepted into Greasley Beauvale Primary. This would be with the view to holding our own nursery provision at some point in the future.

If we were to lower our age range, to accommodate nursery age children, we would aim to provide quality provision which could be accessed by all members of the community. We have a clear rationale behind this proposed school venture and believe that if Greasley Beauvale Primary were to also include a school nursery this will complement our existing provision for children in our reception classes.

The government is extending the current 30-hour offer to eligible working families next year. The scheme will be expanded in stages, with:

· ﻿﻿15 hours a week offered to all eligible two-year-olds from April 2024
· ﻿﻿15 hours a week offered to all eligible children from nine months old from September 2024
· ﻿﻿30 hours a week for all eligible children from nine months old from September 2025
